Within our system of polity, the local presbytery is given the responsibility to
serve as "pastor, counselor and adviser" to its constituent members (i.e.
congregations and teaching elders). In other forms of church polity, such as
episcopal, it is a bishop - a singular person - who performs these roles.
However, our forebears in the Presbyterian system of church governance saw
both the practical wisdom and the biblical mandates to locate such
responsibility among the people of God as a collective rather than in an
individual. Thus these responsibilities, so vital to the life and growth of our
church, are shared responsibilities.

One of the ways that these tasks are lived out in the Redstone Presbytery is
the work of the Committee on Ministry. The COM is populated by caring
ruling and teaching elders who take tour work with congregations and
pastors very seriously. We are called to be about this work not in isolation or
behind closed doors as it were, but to seek partnerships with both
congregations and the pastoral leadership which serve those congregations.
Such partnerships allow the work of God's Spirit ample room to bring
encouragement when that is needed, healing where such is required and a
promotion of mutual love and esteem between the members of Christ's body
that is the Redstone Presbytery.
