Celebrating 250 Years
In the 1770's there were few opportunities in
Western Pennsylvania for people to come together to
worship God. Roving minister, like the Rev. Dr.
Powers would visit the area and preach the word of
God. In 1773, with Dr. Powers' help, a group come
together to form a congregation of
believers. However, not having the resources to build
a building, they met in a tent. During the early
services, settlers sat on the ground or maybe a stump. For many services they were joined
by Native Americans who stood outside the tent listening to the sermons. So, with these
humble accommodations, Tent Presbyterian Church was started. The first building was
constructed in 1792. The current building has been in use for worship since 1832. Through
pandemics, fires, explosions, and other tragedies, Tent Church has been a part of the
community on the hill above Route 119. In Ecclesiastes 3:2-8, the scripture tells us that
there are times to do certain things. A time to be born, a time to die, a time to plant, and a
time to reap. Now, it is a time to celebrate.
